Introduction

«The study of tropes, or figures of thought and speech, has always been at the
heart of scholarly interest in literature and rhetoric. Because figures twist the "proper"
meanings of words - the Greek word for figure is trope meaning "turn, twist" -
rhetoricians have closely analyzed the bewildering array of "turns and twists™ used in
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poetry and literature and have provided a sometimes confusing list of labels for these
poetic devices (metaphor, metonymy, irony, oxymoron, hyperbole, litotes,
periphrasis, antithesis, and so on). Although the history of tropology, dating back to
Plato's famous quarrel between philosophy and poetry, reveals tremendous
skepticism about the cognitive value of tropes in philosophy and science, there has in
recent years been a marked reaffirmation of the ubiquity of tropes in every
intellectual discipline concerned with mind and meaning. The first edition of this
collection brought to center stage many of the important ideas about figuration in
linguistics, philosophy, psychology, science, and education.

As befitting its title, the emphasis in that volume was on metaphor (and simile)
in both its linguistic and conceptual guises. Very little discussion was devoted to
tropes other than metaphor, which is understandable given the prominence of
metaphor in intellectual thought starting with Aristotle over two thousand years ago...

My concern in this chapter is with how people make sense of tropes. There has
been significant work in psycholinguistics and related disciplines on trope
understanding. | will describe some of these ideas focusing specifically on the
importance of conceptual and pragmatic knowledge in comprehension of a variety of
related tropes. The research on tropes such as metonymy, irony, hyperbole,
understatements, oxymora, and idioms is not nearly so extensive as that on metaphor.
Nevertheless, there are good reasons and experimental evidence to suggest that these
tropes do not require special cognitive processes to be understood, contrary to the
widely held assumption in linguistics and philosophy that tropes violate, or "flout,"
norms of cooperative conversation. The ease with which many figurative utterances
are comprehended has often been attributed to the constraining influence of context.
But the context for linguistic understanding is specifically limited to the common
ground - the knowledge, beliefs, and attitudes recognized as being shared by speakers
and listeners (or authors and readers) in any discourse situation (Clark & Carlson,
1981). A major focus of this chapter is on the exact role that common ground plays in
making sense of tropes. At the same time, our ability to conceptualize experience in
figurative terms must also explain why nonliteral speech is normally understood so
effortlessly. | shall argue that a major reason why people use different tropes so
frequently in everyday speech and writing is that human cognition is fundamentally
shaped by various processes of figuration (also see Lakoff, this volume). Speakers
can't help but employ tropes in everyday conversation because they conceptualize
much of their experience through the figurative schemes of metaphor, metonymy,
irony, and so on.

Prince Harry sent to rehab over drink and drugs

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«Prince Harry was sent to a drugs rehabilitation clinic after he admitted to
smoking cannabis and drinking alcohol, it emerged last night.

His father, the Prince of Wales, sent his son to Featherstone Lodge
Rehabilitation Centre in Reckham, south London. Prince Charles took the decision
after learning his son had taken drugs during private parties at Highgrove, and had
drunk alcohol at the nearby Rattlebone Inn in Sherston, reports said.

These incidents are reported to have happened last June and July when Harry
was 16. It is believed that Prince Charles was alerted to the problem when a senior
member of staff noticed a smell of cannabis. In the late summer, he visited the
rehabilitation centre for what was intended to be a "short, sharp shock".

Bill Puddicombe, the chief executive of Phoenix House Treatment Service For
Drug Dependency, confirmed Prince Harry's visit to the lodge. "The visit was at the
request of the Prince of Wales, who is our patron,” he said. "Prince Harry came for a
couple of hours on a day in late summer and talked to several people in recovery,
heroin and cocaine addicts mostly.

"They told him what had happened in their lives, which must have been quite
harrowing for him. Prince Harry was friendly and relaxed and the residents liked him
and responded very warmly to him.

"l spoke to the Prince in November and was pleased to hear that Harry had
enjoyed his visit and learnt a lot."

"It was an opportunity for the Prince of Wales to teach Prince Harry about our
work and the consequences of taking drugs. Featherstone has helped an enormous
number of people and we are pleased if the visit helped Prince Harry too."

Prince Harry was reportedly shown the residential and detox areas and sat in on
a communal therapy group and heard stories of addicts moving from cannabis to
cocaine and heroin.

A spokesman for St. James's Palace said last night: "This is a serious matter
which was resolved within the family, and is now in the past and closed." It is
expected there will be widespread praise for the Prince of Wales's actions.

Prince Harry, now at Eton public school and planning to go to agricultural
college after his A-levels, is the latest in a line of young aristocrats and politicians’
children who have succumbed to drug-taking. The Hon. Nicholas Knatchbull, a
godson of Prince Charles, was in a rehabilitation clinic last year. Camilla Parker-
Bowles's son, Tom, and Lord Frederick Windsor have also admitted using
cocaine».[21]

Language in the dumps

At my local recycling center, | always pause in wonderment at the bin marked
"commingled containers". Whoever thought up that term could have taken the easy
way out and just written "cans and bottles". But the goal apparently was to create a
term that nobody would ever use in conversation, then slap it on every can-and-bottle
bin in America to confuse as many people as possible. (The "co" is a nice raised-
pinky flourish. Since "mingled" means mixed up, "commingled” means "co-mixed
up".)

The gold standard in government speak is still "ground-mounted confirmatory
route markers" (road signs), a traffic-control term used from coast to coast. In
Oxford, England, city officials decided to "examine the feasibility of creating a
structure in Hinksey Park from indigenous vegetation,” They were talking about
planting a tree to get some shade. As Joyce Kilmer might have put it, "Versified and
rhythmic nonprose verbal structures are made by fools like me, but only God can
create a solar-shielding park structure from low-rise indigenous vegetative material".

In Britain, the Plain English Campaign came up with these colorful examples of
awful writing: "interoperable intermodal transport systems" (bus and train timetables)
and a supermarket help-wanted ad for "an ambient replenishment assistant" (someone
to stock shelves).

When it comes to co-mangled prose, America need not take a back seat to
Britain.

Bill Lann Lee, rejected by the Senate but still the acting civil rights chief at the
Justice Department, used similar gobbledygook in referring to forced busing. "Forced
busing is a misnomer;" he wrote. "School districts do not force children to ride a bus
but only to arrive on time at their assigned schools".
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Professor William Luts of Rutgers University, author of The New Doublespeak,
says that schools are a rich source of verbal nonsense. Students now "achieve a
deficiency" (they flunk tests). They take part in "developmental studies™ (remedial
work) or "service learning" (compulsory volunteer work). And they don't learn to
write anymore - they "generate text" out of "writing elements".

The Dialectic Society gave its 1996 award for buzzword of the year to "urban
camper", a new term for "the homeless" or people who live on the street. Similar
euphemisms have crept into the language: "aggressive coalitionary behavior" (war
games), "hippervigilance" (paranoia), and "wall artist" (tagger, graffiti sprayer).

Gyms are now upscale, known as "wellness activities centers”. In medicine,
patients who die "fail to achieve their wellness potential™ and have to be chalked up
as "negative patient outcomes".

Business is pumping a lot of gas into the language, too. We have "the social
expression industry" (the greeting card business), "meal replacement” (junk food), "a
new-car alternative™ and "an experienced car" (a used car) and "access controllers™
(doormen). The federal government gave us "grain-consuming animal units" (the
Agriculture Department's term for cows) and post-consumer waste materials
(garbage). Better yet, let's make that commingled post-consumer processed units. The
kind of stuff you find at a single-purpose nonrecycling center, formerly a dump.

Harry faces Eton drugs test Troubled prince Harry is facing drugs tests at Eton
after admitting he took pot.

He has been allowed to stay at the school by head John Lewis. But the teenager
risks being expelled if he fans a random urine check in future.

A source said last night: "Harry has had the yellow card. If he ever tests positive
he'll be out." The youngster told Prince Charles he smoked cannabis and had booze
binges at Highgrove, Gloucs, and a nearby pub when he was 16.

Harry now 17, also went drinking at a pub on New Year's Eve. Eton insiders
said the Prince "can be a handful."

A source added: "People are genuinely concerned he may be going off the rails."
"He also has a habit of spitting on the street - quite distasteful."

The News of the World told yesterday how Charles responded to Harry's
cannabis confession by ordering him to visit a rehab unit to frighten him into turning
his back on drugs.
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And Eton has told him that even though he never smoked pot at the school, its
anti-drug rule applies at home.

A senior source at the Berkshire college said: "The cannabis matter was brought
to the attention of the head by Prince Charles.

"Obviously the Prince is extremely concerned about those who mix with his son
in case any of them has been a bad influence on him.

Bored

"The smoking of cannabis and the drinking of alcohol is widespread at Eton
College and the headmaster operates a strong policy against it." "But the difficulty is
that you have a large number of boys with a huge weekly disposable income who get
very bored and become easy prey for drug-dealers.”

The source said Eton was "totally satisfied" with the way Prince Charles had
handled Harry's drug use.

He went on: "It would seem the problem has been nipped in the bud."
"However, the headmaster informed Charles his son could be made to take random
urine samples in future."

"The headmaster hates having to expel anybody - but he is very tough on drugs."
"All eyes at Eton will be on Harry to ensure he does not stay."

Abuse

Eton pupils are all given lectures about drugs by a counselor. They are warned
how drugs affect the body and mind. Staff are also trained to spot signs of drug abuse
in the boys.

Eton rules say: "The school prospectus is explicit about the headmaster's right to
dismiss any boy involved with illicit drugs."

Meanwhile, a pupil who was expelled for having cannabis said he once offered a
joint to Harry's brother William. He added: "William was not amused. He politely
turned it down immediately."

Current Ukrainian Economic Policy: Taking Account of National Interests

or Those of Entrepreneurial Clans?

One of the fundamental systemic characteristics of Ukraine’s economic policies
in the 1990s was their inconsistent and half-way nature, as well as the presence in
them of many mutually exclusive elements. In the domestic economy, this was
graphically manifested in the nebulous nature of market-oriented economic reforms
and the overly sluggish and contradictory formation of new economic institutions. In
the sphere of foreign economic activities, Ukraine saw a continuing confrontation of
liberalizing and deliberating trends, geoeconomic uncertainty (which from the outside
looked like the country’s pursuing its so-called “multi-vector” policy) and uncertainty
as to how the country will integrate into the world economic system.

Ukraine’s Western critics are often inclined to see the causes of this state of
affairs in the indecisiveness about reform, supposedly characteristics of Ukraine’s
political leaders. And while this claim is partially justified, it cannot completely
account for the deep-rooted sources of this notorious waffling. Actually, behind this
phenomenon is a more crucial problem, the inadequacy of the mechanism for
defining national interests in both the economic and political spheres along with a
real lack of social consensus with respect to a generally acceptable framework of
socioeconomic development and development of relations with the rest of the world.
This vacuum has been filled haphazardly by means of interim arrangements,
restricted in scope, with various social groups, which found themselves atop the
social pyramid after the breakdown of the Soviet Union and the emergence of the
independent Ukrainian state. These partial interim agreements are in fact straw men
for long-term and established rules of the game, which could be shared by the
majority of the country’s population on the basis of identification of the national
interests.
